It was moved by Errickson and seconded by Barse that the reading of the minutes of the regular meeting held on   January 7, 2019 be dispensed with and the same be approved in the form submitted to all members by mail. Roll call:  Barse, Merighi, Errickson, Reuben and Villar voted “yes”.
The Chairman asked if there were any general public comments or comments on the proposed Resolutions. There were none.

Resolutions:

It was moved by Errickson and seconded by Barse that Resolution No. 2019-5, “Be it resolved by the Landis Sewerage Authority, that the following bills of items or demands are hereby approved and authorized for payment out of the Revenue Fund Revolving Payroll Account…. $110,305.31”, be adopted. Roll call:  Barse, Merighi, Errickson, Reuben and Villar voted “yes”.

It was moved by Errickson and seconded by Barse that Resolution No. 2019-6, “Be it resolved by the Landis Sewerage Authority, that the following bills of items or demands are hereby approved and authorized for payment out of the Revenue Fund Bills…. $348,340.46”, be adopted. Roll call:  Barse, Merighi, Errickson, Reuben and Villar voted “yes”.
It was moved by Errickson and seconded by Barse that Resolution No. 2019 7, “A Resolution of the Landis Sewerage Authority listing payments from the 2016 Bond Issue Construction Fund adopted July 5, 2016…” be adopted. Roll call:  Barse, Merighi, Errickson, Reuben and Villar voted “yes”.
It was moved by Errickson and seconded by Barse that Resolution No. 2019 -8, “A Resolution of the Landis Sewerage Authority authorizing correction on credits, charge-offs, refunds and cancellation of accounts in the amount of $137.25…” be adopted. Roll call:  Barse, Merighi, Errickson, Reuben and Villar voted “yes”.

Reports:

Executive Director

Dennis Palmer reported that quarterly reports were prepared and sent to the City. We have put the contractor for the Ramada Pumping Station on notice of liquidated damages starting Friday at $500 a day which includes weekends and holidays which is the way the contract is written. They are into their fifth day and they really haven’t accelerated the work and we’ll deal with it as it moves along. It comes down basically to the pumping station. The pipeline is finished. They could have done things parallel. The Sears contractor, who had a significantly larger job had one crew running the pipeline and one crew running the pumping station. The next payment you see will be fairly large. The treatment plant was $1,000,000 alone, with a lot of equipment. I think I mentioned last meeting that large equipment was delivered. The Archimedes Screws was almost $500,000 for the four screws.
We had bid openings last week on contract 3A and 3B which is improvements for five pumping stations. For 3A the low bidder was $1,221,000, the second was $1,276,000. This is very competitive bidding. B & H, who did the Sears station came in first and Crown Pipe was second. On 3B which is improvement at five stations, we had five bidders with quite a differential in pricing. The low bidder was $1,089,000 and the next bidder was $1,240,000 and also $1,582,000. There was one for $3,100,000. 
CPR training was last week and I’ve been working with Steve on a couple items including the liquidated damages and an agreement that we are working on.

Perry Barse asked if we had any action on Royal Farms and Sears? Dennis answered no. We heard back in the summer that it could have been Royal Farms. I had a phone conversation with another person for a consortium of people which was unnamed and they were looking for multiple pad sites and that disappeared. No one has come to us at this point.

Steve Fabietti reported that just as Dennis mentioned, we’ve been working on liquidated damages under that contract and we are about two sentences away from finalizing an agreement with Casa DiBertacchi regarding their contribution to the repairs.

Issues and Correspondence:  Dennis stated that there is nothing now but our next meeting is reorganization and the Agenda will be longer. We have professional resolutions and personnel issues.
Committee Reports:

Engineering/Plant:
Dennis stated that we had a progress meeting and we have another one at the end of the month. With the cold weather, they’ve basically been working inside in the chemical storage building. The screws are here and you can’t work on them in this kind of weather.

We did ask the contractor for a price because we have a bad flow control gate which is a bid stainless or aluminum gate in the chlorine contact tank. We got a price from someone else and his price was more competitive so at some point you will see that as a change order. We’d like to see them working on the screws and the screens. There’s only so much bad weather work on this job.

We have some postings for one retirement and we’re going through the cascading process when one person fills a position then you have to fill his position. We’ve had an ad in the paper for a truck driver with a tanker endorsement. Dan is interviewing and we’ll have a new employee in the near future.

Dennis stated that he will be speaking next Monday at the Delaware Estuary Conference about our facility. We have tours lined up with Rowan University coming through. We have an environmental science intern from Rowan in March.
