May 6, 2019

It was moved by Villar and seconded by Errickson that the reading of the minutes of the regular meeting held on April 15, 2019 be dispensed with and the same be approved in the form submitted to all members by mail. Roll call:  Barse, Merighi, Villar, Errickson and Reuben voted “yes”.
Dennis Palmer presented a 30 year service award to Kyle Fullenwider.

The Chairman asked if there were any general public comments or comments on the proposed Resolutions. There were none.

Resolutions:

It was moved by Errickson and seconded by Barse that Resolution No. 2019-42, “Be it resolved by the Landis Sewerage Authority, that the following bills of items or demands are hereby approved and authorized for payment out of the Revenue Fund Revolving Payroll Account…..$105,631.63”, be adopted. Roll call:  Barse, Merighi, Villar, Errickson and Reuben voted “yes”.

It was moved by Errickson and seconded by Barse that Resolution No. 2019-43, “Be it resolved by the Landis Sewerage Authority, that the following bills of items or demands are hereby approved and authorized for payment out of the Revenue Fund Bills….$300,749.51”, be adopted. Roll call:  Barse, Merighi, Villar, Errickson and Reuben voted “yes”.
It was moved by Errickson and seconded by Barse that Resolution No. 2019 – 44, “A Resolution of the Landis Sewerage Authority authorizing correction on credits, charge-offs, refunds and cancellation of accounts in the amount of $1,292.89…” be adopted. Roll call:  Barse, Merighi, Villar, Errickson and Reuben voted “yes”.
It was moved by Errickson and seconded by Barse that Resolution No. 2019 – 45, “A Resolution of the Landis Sewerage Authority authorizing a one-year contract with Park Pumps and Controls, Inc. for supply and delivery of technical grade magnesium oxide, premier TG325 OX or equivalent…” be adopted.  Roll call:  Barse, Merighi, Villar, Errickson and Reuben voted “yes”.

Reports:

Executive Director

Dennis reported the Receiving Station had a new high in the amount of $12,000 for the month of April.  It would be nice if every month was like that but we had one month that was a little low around 8 or 9 thousand.  The Receiving Station is doing really well.  
We got a notice on the commission from HomeServe.  Dennis thinks this provides a valuable service to older homes who have the old pipes or homes who have a lot of large trees and bushes in the yard.  

Dennis received the quarterly report that went to the Mayor and Council.  

Also, in the commissioner’s file was an article from the Treatment Plant Operator Magazine.  They saw the article from the Philadelphia Inquirer so they sent someone out who reported that story.  We are going to use this article as hand outs in the future for plant tours.  
Contract 3A is the upgrade to the Brewster and Landis pumping station and Lincoln Avenue the notice to proceed has gone out to the contractor.  He has to sign it and send it back to acknowledge it.  We have the pre-construction meeting with him on Friday.  Dennis is very happy with the work they did on the Sears Pump Station upgrade and the gravity and force main work that was associated with that so he is glad to see them coming back.
We had a progress meeting with Eagle Construction, the plant contractor, and two new screens were in service for the past week & a half.  We should hopefully have at least one of the new screws in by the end of this week.  Once it runs for a week and we get the second one running then they will let the contractor work on the other two.  We want to see at least a week’s performance to make sure there is no rumble, vibration or things along those lines.
We just received the pay request for Eagle Construction.  With that payment that will bring them to about 50% on a pay basis.  The big work that’s allowed to be done is the iration system.  The new blowers and the fine bubble diffusers are here.  The major mechanical equipment should be here in about the third week in May.  That will be a significant electric saver for us.  It is much more efficient.  We are changing 1200 horsepower down to 800 horsepower in connective electrical motors. We are going to fine bubble diffusers.  Our biggest cost is running the irration system.
Field Engineer

Anthony Tobolski reported on April 22 and 23rd Final Touch Paving paved the two areas on Palermo Avenue while the Vineland Public Schools were closed for spring break.  The job went well.
Dennis said the City has been asking for this work to be done but you just don’t pave anytime on Palermo Avenue because of the school and the buses so we always stage it for Easter break, summer breaks, anytime school is closed.  So this worked out very well.
Solicitor:   
Steve Fabietti reported an update on Casa DiBertacchi.  They made their first payment on April 22nd in the amount of $43,535.50.  We will receive the same exact payment next year in the spring.  We are starting to get in some documentation on the LNG project from South Jersey Gas to restructure that arrangement.  He will keep us informed on that.  Dennis said we will take action by the Board then.  Dennis stated there has been a change in the ownership structure on how that will proceed in the future.

Committee Reports:

Engineering/Plant:
Dennis reported we have a couple of projects we are working on in-house and on-going. 

Anthony and Bernie continue to do a good job on getting ready for the County on the SPCA.  The ball is in their court.  We had a conference call three weeks ago.  We are waiting for an agreement.  We also received a petition for sewer service in areas north of Reick Terrace between Lincoln and Main.  We are trying to work with the city engineer so we can work up what we think our costs will be.  When we installed the whole system out there, we tried to make it deep enough so it could go up both Lincoln and Main.  Tom Merighi asked how many homes are in that neighborhood.  Anthony stated there is probably about 30 to 40 houses on Sheridan Avenue between Lincoln and Main.  There are two blocks in that area.  We are looking at different situations.  If we could avoid a pumping station it would be good but the cost of pipe per foot to get to the neighborhood is going to be substantial but probably still less than a pumping station.
Tom Merighi asked if we ever got anybody to hook up to the new sewer expansion to Lincoln Avenue Clayville switch?  Dennis stated some people did hook up.  

Perry Barse asked about the new South Jersey Glass development, if they are having a septic system on site there.  Dennis said we have been working with them.  They are putting a pump in and a pressure line and hopefully we can work out a deal that other people can tie into.  A septic system makes so sense.  Perry heard they were having a septic system in there.  Dennis said they were moving full steam ahead on that 3 or 4 weeks ago.  We have had 2 meetings with the residents to see how well we can do to get them all served.  Probably have to connect at Butler and Delsea.  We are trying to get the neighbors all together.  They are not pursuing a normal assessment project.  South Jersey Gas would run a line and we’ll work out a reimbursement agreement with them as people tie in & they get paid back.  
Perry Barse also asked if anything is going on in the Weymouth Road residential development?  Dennis said we haven’t heard anything in a year.  

Budget/Finance:   
Dennis reported we are starting to think about next year’s capital items.  Tom told Dennis we are going to have to look at our computer system.  We upgraded around Y2K.  It runs on Windows 2003 and Windows announced it is not going to support that anymore.  So, we are going to look at an upgrade.  It has been 15 years since we upgraded the system. That is one item we are going to have to talk about for next year.
Human Resources  
Dennis reported everyone is on board now.  A couple of guys are finishing up their probation period so they will be coming on the State pension system as well as the health insurance.

Dennis reported the State Tree Farm Association state wide meeting will be held at our site on the first Friday in June
