It was moved by Villar and seconded by Barse that the reading of the minutes of the regular meeting held on January 6, 2020 be dispensed with and the same be approved in the form submitted to all members by mail. Roll call:  Barse, Merighi, Villar, Errickson and Reuben voted “yes”.
The Chairman asked if there were any general public comments or comments on the proposed Resolutions. There were none.

Resolutions:

It was moved by Errickson and seconded by Barse that Resolution No. 2020 - 5 “Be it resolved by the Landis Sewerage Authority, that the following bills of items or demands are hereby approved and authorized for payment out of the Revenue Fund Revolving Payroll Account…. $142,902.33”, be adopted. Roll call:  Barse, Merighi, Villar, Errickson and Reuben voted “yes”.

It was moved by Errickson and seconded by Barse that Resolution No. 2020 - 6, “Be it resolved by the Landis Sewerage Authority, that the following bills of items or demands are hereby approved and authorized for payment out of the Revenue Fund Bills…. $299,263.63”, be adopted. Roll call:  Barse, Merighi, Villar, Errickson and Reuben voted “yes”.
It was moved by Errickson and seconded by Barse that Resolution No. 2020- 7, “A Resolution of the Landis Sewerage Authority listing payments from the 2016 Bond Issue Construction Fund adopted July 5, 2016…” be adopted.  Roll call:   Merighi, Villar, Errickson and Reuben voted “yes”. Barse abstained.
It was moved by Errickson and seconded by Barse that Resolution No. 2020 – 8, “A Resolution of the Landis Sewerage Authority authorizing the Executive Director to make organizational changes, establish salaries and fill positions…” be adopted.  Roll call:  Barse, Merighi, Villar, Errickson and Reuben voted “yes”.

It was moved by Errickson and seconded by Barse that Resolution No. 2020 – 9, “A Resolution of the Landis Sewerage Authority authorizing a contract with Inspira Occupational Health Services to provide annual DOT and Required physicals…” be adopted.  Roll call:  Barse, Merighi, Villar, Errickson and Reuben voted “yes”.
It was moved by Errickson and seconded by Barse that Resolution No. 2020 – 10, “A Resolution of the Landis Sewerage authority authorizing an agreement for Services with Cumberland Advisors/Cumberland Consulting as financial advisor    from February 3, 2020 through February 1, 2021…”  be adopted.  Roll call:  Barse, Merighi, Villar, Errickson and Reuben voted “yes”.

It was moved by Errickson and seconded by Barse that Resolution No. 2020 – 11, “A Resolution of the Landis Sewerage Authority authorizing entrance into the National Government Cooperative known as Sourcewell (formerly known as the National Joint Powers Alliance)…” be adopted.  Barse, Merighi, Villar, Errickson and Reuben voted “yes”.

It was moved by Errickson   and seconded by Barse that Resolution No. 2020 – 12, “A Resolution of the Landis Sewerage Authority authorizing an alternate method contract for auditing services with Romano, Hearing, Testa & Knorr, CPA for the period February 3, 2020 through February 1, 2021…” be adopted.  Roll call:  Barse, Merighi, Villar, Errickson and Reuben voted “yes”.

It was moved by Errickson   and seconded by Barse that Resolution No. 2020 – 13, “A Resolution of the Landis Sewerage Authority authorizing an exemption and time extension to Rovagnati Specialty Meat Processing Plant for payment of Allocation Agreement…” be adopted. Roll call:  Barse, Merighi, Villar, Errickson and Reuben voted “yes”.

It was moved by Errickson and seconded by Barse that Resolution No. 2020 – 14, “A Resolution of the Landis Sewerage Authority authorizing the Executive Director to award a contract to NJB NJ Contractors LLC in the amount of $74,700.00 for restoration of existing sewer trenches throughout the City of Vineland…” be adopted.  Roll call:  Barse, Merighi, Villar, Errickson and Reuben voted “yes”.
Reports:

Executive Director

Dennis Palmer submitted the following report in his absence because of his attendance at the City Council workshop meeting.
A Progress meeting will be held on January 29th with both Eagle Construction (plant) and our engineer. The work is basically complete as to major mechanical and electrical work. Now it is down to completing final wiring, instrumentation and debugging the control panels and programming as well as the punch list.

A bid opening was held on January 16th for miscellaneous paving of streets and roads where we have settlement. We had two bidders; NJB NJ Contractors for $74,700 and Final Touch Contracting for $111,900. An award will be on Tuesday.

We belong to a few cooperative purchasing groups. One from which we want to purchase a specialized camera system for inspecting sewer lines and to go up the lateral, has changed their name. There will be a resolution that addresses the name change from National Joint Purchasing Power Alliance (NJPA) to Sourcewell and a motion to advertise and purchase from this provider.

Our property and casualty insurance company conducted a walk-through inspection of the plant and an interview.

Steve Fabietti and I appeared before the City Planning Board for the Brewster and Landis    pump station and we were successful in getting the approval and the requested variances.

Carol and I met with our health and prescription insurance providers to establish a plan to control/manage opioid use. A further discussion will be had in the future.

The last connection fee payment was made by Tyson in the amount of $259,573.34. A notice was sent to Casa that the second payment of $43,525.54 is due on or before February 29, 2020 for the repairs on Gallagher Drive.
We took action tonight by resolution to extend payment of the connection/allocation fee for Rovagnati Specialty Meat Plant for an additional 45 days. They are finalizing the sale of the property and an NJDEP permit issue and would like this done before they pay,

It was moved by Villar and seconded by Barse, that the Executive Director’s report be accepted into the minutes. Roll call:  Barse, Merighi, Villar, Errickson and Reuben voted “yes”.

Field Engineer
Anthony Tobolski reported that South State completed another phase of Contract No. 6 today. They installed a new PVC lined receiving manhole on Glen Terrace. They will start the final phase next week which is the replacement of 300 plus feet of sewer main on Delsea Drive.
Sub Level Construction will be bringing the Burnt Mill Pump Station back on line on Friday. The job included a new pump, a valve chamber and a hydraulic muffin monster all in accordance with Contract No. 3B.

Perry Barse asked if existing sewer trenches means years of sinking? Anthony Tobolski stated that on emergency jobs like a sewer main collapse, the contractors come in and fix the problem, they do a temporary patch and this company comes in and does the final paving.
